admitted to an inpatient unit have been drawn upon.

The word "revolving” is significant in that due to the

side effects of medications some people may find
themselves pacing, sometimes in circles. It also
represents the experiences of people who move in and
out of inpatient care periodically.

The outside pieces of fabric represent the business of
life outside an inpatient unit and the interplay with
community services. The plain colours in the circles
represent life slowing once inside the wnit, with
structured activities and regular meal times which may
offer peace and security for the person who previously
may have been living in a chaotic state.
